“It seems that Mr. Jae Young Lee from South Korea, who sent this e—-mail, sent a rather
personal message to the address he could find that bears relevance to USS HOLT, as he
served in a Korean navy (on DE 73) during 1976-1977, and brought his old memories
back with grief due to the recent incident involving sunken Korean naval patrol vessel last

Association must collect a $25 reunion registration fee, as it has for every reunion.

2010 REUNION DETAILS:

The following information is provided to assist in scheduling and encourage as many as possible
to attend:

1. Reservation Dates for Hotel Rooms: Thursday, August 5th thru Sunday, August 8™,
Departing on Monday, August 9th.

2. Hotel: Chattanooga Choo-Choo (Holiday Inn); Phone No.: 1-800-872-2529; web address:
http://www.choochoo.com/ Base room rate, not including taxes: $92(same as 2009). Reunion
attendees are again responsible for making their own room reservations. A block of 25 rooms is
being held in Hotel Building No. 1 until July 20, 2010. The Reunion Hospitality Room will be
located in this building. Building No. 1 also has an indoor pool. For those who would like to
arrive early or depart after the 9, the same room rate will apply two days before and after the
schedule dates, based on the availability of rooms. Since rooms may be canceled as late as 6:00
p.m. the day before arrival, we are encouraging persons to go ahead and make a reservation. If
you do not reserve your room before July 20th, you will have to pay the standard room rate, if
rooms are available.

3. Airport Transportation: Free airport shuttle to and from the hotel from the Chattanooga
Metropolitan Airport. Reunion attendees are again responsible for making their own travel
arrangements and reservations. The shuttle can be reserved ahead of time by calling the Choo-
Choo Hotel, or by using the courtesy phone in the Chattanooga Airport Baggage Claim area to
call the Choo-Choo Hotel. They will pick you up in approximately 15 minutes.

The TN Aquarium is a “world class” fresh and salt water aquarium, designed by Boston
Architect, Peter Chermayeff. The TN Aquarium features the twelve story, 130, 000 square feet
“River Journey” with fresh water and salt water exhibits from all over the world, and the ten
story, 60,000 square feet “Ocean Journey” with exhibits including: Penguins, salt water fish, and
an excellent butterfly exhibit. Note: There is a free shuttle bus that provides transportation to
downtown attractions, including the TN Aquarium.

Tour of Lookout Mountain Scenic Attractions: Rock City and Point Park(National
Military Park). Note: You will need to provide your own transportation to these attractions.

C) Evening(6:00 pm): Dinner in the hospitality room, followed by Bingo in the
hospitality room. Dinner will include Southern Barbeque Beef and Chicken, with appropriate
sides. If you would prefer to eat at one of the excellent local restaurants instead of BBQ in the
hospitality room, then please indicate your preference on the registration form.

Saturday, August 7th:
A) Morning Tour(9:00 am - 1:30 pm): Tour of the Chickamauga-Chattanooga

National Military Park:
The 5,500 acre Chickamauga Battlefield, scene of the last major Confederate victory of the Civil
War, contains numerous monuments, historical tablets, wayside exhibits, and trails. The Visitor
Center includes exhibits, a bookstore, and the Claud E. and Zenada O. Fuller Collection of
American Military Shoulder Arms.
We are very fortunate to be visiting on the same weekend that a special “living history”
program will be presented as described below:
“Living history volunteers representing the 37th Georgia Infantry will conduct Infantry
demonstrations. Living Historians will present talks about the life of the soldier. They will also
conduct rifle firing demonstrations. Visitors are encouraged to visit the camp throughout the
weekend to learn what life was like on a day to day basis for the Civil War soldier”

B) Lunch - On your own.. We will decide as a group whether to eat on the return trip to
the hotel or separately after arriving at the hotel.

C) Afternoon - Visiting with friends in the hospitality room or sightseeing on your own

D) Evening - 6 pm - 10 pm: Banquet in the Choo-Choo Crystal Room:
